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Recommended field operations to be carried out in month of
June (For Pune district)

Sugarcane -
1)complete all the preparatory field operations for planting adsali

sugarcane.
2)Apply farm yard manure and compost before plantation.

3)Use sunhemp as a green manuring crop.

4)Choose soyabean, groundnut, onion, pea, okra as a rotational crops
in Kharif season before planting the preseasonal sugarcane.

5)Provide the crop with irrigation with a gap of 10-12 days.

6)Choose paired row method of planting for sugarcane plantation.
7)Take greengram, black gram, groundnut, soyabean, cowpea, French
bean, palak, methi, Brinjal, chilli, onion etc as an intercrops, in adsali
sugarcane.

8)At the most possible farmers should adopt drip irrigation system for
sugarcane plantation.

9)Wherever wooly aphid is persisted then eradicate it by using crop
recommendation given in the last month.

Rice -

1)Use improved and hybrid varieties of rice for cultivation Indrayani,
Pavana, Ratnagiri-24, Ambemohar-157, Phule Maval, Pusa Basmati,
Kundlika, Basumati-370, Karjat hybrid-1 (sahyadri-1) Bhogavati, Phule
Radha, Sahyadri-2/

2)For transplanted rice use 25-45 kg seed per ha. According to
varieties.

A)small sized seed - 25-30 kg

B)medium sized seed - 30-35 kg

C)big sized seeds - 40-45 kg

3)Preparation of rice nursery -

-To prepare rice seedlings sow the seeds in line on raised beds.
-Before sowing treat the seeds with 20 % brine solution Remove out
and burn diseased and light floating seeds. Wash and clean heavy and
healthy. Seeds which are settled in the solution and then dry it in
shade. Treat the seeds with captain @ 50 gm per 10 kg seeds. After
fungicidal treatment, treat 10 kg seeds within 250 gm azotobactor and
phosphorous solubilizing bacterial culture add then sow the seeds
considering the wapasa condition.

-Mix 10 kg paddy shaw ash for 1 guntha area in the place where
nursery is likely to prepare before sowing or mix paddy straw nature in
the soil. Seedlings which grows in paddy nursery gets sturdy and
healthy by absorbing the silicon from that ash or manure which
ultimately increases the disease resistant power in them, such sturdy



and healthy seedlings gets transplanted earlier and gets early rooting
and thus crops grows faster.

-To boost up the rice seedlings add 40-50 ghameli good decomposed
FYM for 1 Gunta area or compost and 2 kg ammonium sulphate or 1

kg urea per gunta area before sowing and then sowing should be done.
-To control the weeds in nursery carryout 1-2 weedings or take a
spray on soil of butachlore or Banthiocarb 60 ml mixed in 10 liter
water for the area of 10 guntas. The weedcides should be sprayed 2nd
or 3rd day after sowing in between two lines. It is necessary to have
sufficient moisture in the soil before spraying weedicide.

-Add 2 kg Ammonium sulphates or 1 kg urea per gunta area again at
15 days after transplanting.

-Prepare the seedlings on 10 gunta area to plant it on one hectare
area.

-Transplant the seedlings 20-25 kg days after sowing means when
plantlet attains 6 leaf stage. Due to some reason like cease in rainfall if
there is any delay in the planting than provide the crop with 1 kg urea
2 kg ammonium sulphates as a third dose for one gunta area.

Kharif Jawar -

1) Use recommended varieties like S.P.V. 462, 475, 946, S.S.V. 84,
Phule amruta

2) carryout sowing immediately after getting sufficient monsoon.

3) use 10 kg of seed for sowing treat the seeds with 250 gm
azotobacter for 10 kg seeds.

4) provide the crop with half nitrogen, full phosphorus and pottasium
at the time of sowing (N.P.L- 60:60:60 per ha)

5) give another dose of 60 kg Nitrogen per ha at 15 days after sowing

Bajra -

1)Sow the crop after getting sufficient moisture in the soil in monsoon.
2)Use improved and hybrid recommended varieties for sowing.
3)Hybrid varieties - Shradha (I.H.R.B.H.-8609) Saburi (I.H.I.B.H-8924)
Improved varieties - W.C.C.-75, I.C.T.P-8203.

4)Sow hybrids if irrigation facilities are available.

5)Provide the recommended doses of fertilizers in time (60:30:00 kg /
ha)

6)Sowing shoud be done with double bowled seed drill and spacing of
45 X 15 cm should be maintained as per the recommendations.

7)Use 3-4 kg of seeds of Bajra according to different varieties.
8)Possibly sow the crop by ridges and furrow method for dryland Bajra.
9)To prevent the crop from ergot diseases treat the seed with
metalaxyl - M- 2-72 @ 6 gm per kg seed and then treat the seeds

with 250 gm azotobacter bacterial culture for 10 kg seed.



Groundnut -

1)sow the crop after arrival of monsoon and after getting sufficient
moisture in soil (second week of June to 1st week of July)

2)choose improved and recommended varieties sowing S.B.-11, Phule
pragati, T.M.V.-10, M-13, T.A.G.24, T.G.26, Phule Vyas.

3)Keep spacing as given below -

a)Bunchy - Phule pragati, S.B.11, T.A.G.-24, T.G.26, Phule vyas - 30
X 10 cm

b)Semispreading - T.M.V.- 10, M-13,

c)Spreading — Karad - 411

4)Use 100-120 kg seed per hectare area and maintain plant population
of 3 lack to 3.33 lakh. Treat the seeds with captafol (5 gm / kg) or
carbendazim (2 gm / kg seed) before sowing after that treat the seed
with rhizobium and P.S.B. (250 gm per 10 kg seed)

5)Provide the crop with 25 kg N, 50 kg P or 100 kg D.A.P at the time
of sowing + Gypsum 250 kg (1/2 at the time of sowing and half 30
days after sowing)

Redgram -
1)carryout sowing under wapasa condition after getting good rains

from monsoon. Third week of June to 1st week of July.

2)Use B.D.N.1,2, I.C.P.L - 87, B.S.M.R. - 736, A.K.T.-8811, Vipula (T-
9230) varieties Tur.

3)Keep the spacing given as below -

B.D.N.1&2-60X20cm

T. Vishakha - 45 X 20 cm

4) Use 25 kg seed per ha. For I.C.P.L. 87 variety and 15 kg for other
varieties. Carryout seed treatment as given for the groundnut.

5) Provide 25 kg and 50 kg P205/ha. At the time of sowing

6) Bajra + Red gram. Sunflower + Redgram intercropping beneficial.
(2:1 0or 2:2)

* Black gram, green gram, kulthi, mothbean, cowpea, pea -

- complete the sowing after getting sufficient moisture in soil.

- Provide 25 kg N and 50 kg P205 / ha. At the time of sowing treat the
seeds with captafol 2.5 gm / kg seeds. After this treatment, treat the
seeds with Rhizobium and P.S.B. 250 gm / 10 kg of seeds.

- Use recommended seed rate. Use 15-20 kg seed for green gram and
black gram.

- carry out sowing by keeping 30 cm spacing. Complete the sowing in
time.

- Take Blackgram, Redgram, Greengram, Cowpea, Kulthi, Moth bean
as inercrops in sorghum and bajara.

- Use 75-80 kg seed of pea for per ha. Cropped area. And treat the



seed with captafol.

- Use Vaibhav, Phule M-2 varieties of green gram and Sindhkheda
T.P.U-4 varieties of black gram

- Use Sina and Man varieties of Kulthi and M.B.S.-27 variety of
mothbean.

Soyabean -
1)Use improved varieties of soyabean Phule Kalyani (D.S.228) M.A.C.S.

13, 58, 124, 450, S.S.335, P.K. -1029

2)Use 15 kg seeds per ha. For sowing.

3)Keep spacing 45X10 cm

4)Provide the crop with 50 kg N and 75 kg phosphorus at the time of
sowing.

5)Treat the seeds with 2 gm carbendazim or 5 gm captafol per kg seed.
Then treat the seed with Rhizobium and PSB @ 250 gm for 10 kg
soyabean seed.

Sunflower -

1)carryout sowing after getting sufficient moisture. Use improved and
recommended varieties choose E.C.68414 morden. S.S5.56, K.B.S.H.-
11, S.P.S.H.-11.

2)Use 10 kg seed for sowing.

3)Maintain spacing of 45 X 225 cm in medium soil and 60 X 30 cm in
heavy soil.

4)Maintain plant population 80,000 to 100000

5)Treat the seeds with 5 kg metalaxyl per one kg seed. After that treat
the seeds with 25 gm PSB and 25 gm rhizobium per one kg of seed.
6)Provide 30 kg N, 30 kg P205 and 30 kg K20 at the time of sowing
and provide 30 kg N 30 days after sowing.

Ginger, Turmeric -
1) To control the gingerfly apply 10 % 25 kg / ha phorate 2 months
after planting before giving irrigation.

Vegetables -
1)To control the viral disease leaf curl use T.S.P. (Trisodium phosphate)

treatment.

2)To control different viral diseases on tomato, Brinjal,chilli, etc. apply
phorate in the soil 10 kg / ha 15-20 days after transplanting and then
give light irrigation to the crop. To prevent the dissemination of
diseases control different disease spreading pests by spraying
insecticides. Likewise uproot the disease affected plants and destroy
them.

3)Cultivate Kharif potato and other vegetables.



4)Treat the seeds and seedlings with azotobacter bacterial culture.

Fruit crops -
1)Execute sanitation campaign on harvested area.carry out deep

ploughing which helps to control different pest and deseases.
2)Complete new plantations of mango, sapota, guava, pomegranate,
coconut and other dryland crops.complete plantation with onset of
monsoon with recommended planting distance.

Flower crops -

1)Complete the sowing of marigold in the month of June 8, 2006
2)Dip the seedlings in the solutions of azotobacter bacterial culture
before transplanting.

Animal Husbandry and dairying -

1)for the prevention of Black quarter alum precipitated vaccine is given
before the monsoon season.

2)0il adjurent H.S. vaccine is given to the animal as a preventive
measure for haemorrhagic septicemia before the onset of monsoon
season.

3)AIl the animals should be. Dewormed two times year (ie. Before and
after monsoon season) for prevention of liverfluke disease.

4)Sheep and goat are vaccinated for the prevention of enterotoxamia
disease before the onset of monsoon.

5)Animal are vaccinated before the onset of monsoon once in a two
year for Ronderpest with the tissue culture rinderpest vaccine.

Care to be taken by the farmers while purchasing the seed -

-seeds of all varieties are available - for sale with all the dealers of all
the tehsils of Pune district for Kharif 2006 seed should be purchased
from the shop of licensed dealer. There are three types of seeds
truthfull, foundation and certified. Purchase only out of this while
purchasing the seed seller issues cash memo, if somebody dose not
issue it, farmer has to sign on bill before receiving the cash memo.
Likewise crosscheck whether farmers full name, full address type of
seed and its variety, lot number, manufacturing date price of the seeds
are according to the labeled price or not. Confirm the lot number on
the cover of seed. While taking the seed for sowing if the seed is from
gunnybag do not damage the tag or machine seal or instead of
throwing it away make hole the down side of the bag and take out the
seed and keep minimum 100 gm of seed inside the gunny bag. If the
seed inside the covered packet take out the seed from one side of the
packet Gunny bag or packet and balance seed should be kept by
making the hole as a witness sample till germination of seed.




-If the seed is not germinated properly or recognized as adulterated
then Xerox copies of table purchased bill, and submit a petition in the
name of Hon. Chairman, seed complaint interrogation committee or
Agricultural development officer, Zillha Parishad by attaching all the
Xerox copies.
